Other management tools useful for assembla:

1. Stand-up tool: This tool provides activity of the team member who is working on any current issue. The tool allows the member to post the information of the activity he did on the ticket and what he will be doing in future.

It offers user to create a report and submit it on the basis of:

-What he did in last day/week

-What he will to today/week

-Submit a query regarding any issues/roadblock wrt the ticket he is working upon.

You can also view the activity of the user in the past. 

If any user is on leave, the tool will allow that user to put his status message and provide information as of when he will report to work in future.

The owner/moderator can view the report of all the users in his team under the stand-up tool tab.

Overall review: Quite a useful tool as far as the submission of report is concerned. This keeps work flow quite smooth and adequate planning can be made for the production as per the staffing and resource available.

2. Build tool: The build tool links your space with a matching build server or staging server, so that you can easily trigger builds or continuous integration, and see the results of builds. Your build scripts will pull new code from Assembla, and run other actions to build, test, and deploy. 

The Build Tool integrates Assembla to your build server; it gives users an administration interface, publishes events to the Assembla Stream, and sends email alerts. 

3. FTP tool: The FTP tool pushes code commits to an FTP server or SFTP server. You can use it to deploy and update Web sites. The FTP tool is currently under beta version so it is recommended not to use it in critical production environment.
